WHAT IS “MIWAUKEE” ANYWAY?

Greetings from the Board of Milwaukee GAMMA. Yes, that’s right, we are Milwaukee GAMMA. (Actually, it's
Milwaukee GAMMA, Inc.) Why is that word “Milwaukee” in our name?

One reason is that we need to differentiate ourselves from other organizations that use the term “Gamma”. A good
way to do that is by locating us. Still, as a geographer and an academic, | feel tempted to clarify what we mean by
“‘Milwaukee.” What is “Milwaukee” anyway?

Don’t laugh. When teaching the geography of Wisconsin, | first asked students “What is Wisconsin”? Invariably, they
would respond that it is the land; no, it is the government; no, it is the people. Milwaukee likewise is all of those and
more. It is a name we use to describe this sprawling urban beast emanating from the harbor where three rivers come
together. The City of Milwaukee is the historic core of this settlement, much of which now occupies land in the
surrounding county, which also goes by the name of Milwaukee. Beyond that, the Milwaukee metropolitan area is
commonly understood to extend well into three adjoining counties, as evidenced by the boundaries of its esteemed
sewerage district.

Most of our membership have addresses corresponding to one or another of these definitions of “Milwaukee,” and the
bulk of our activities take place in or near Milwaukee. We do maintain a post office box in the city of Milwaukee. But
this naming is hardly meant to be exclusive.

But it's not meant to be an exclusive
thing, stopping at city or county limits.

That's my geographer’s interpretation of why we are “Milwaukee”. As to why we are GAMMA, | won't attempt an
explanation here, as that is a whole different story...

NICOLET NATIONAL
FOREST CAMPING

Get out that camping gear and those hiking
boots for one of the premier camping events of
the summer. Bryan D. is hosting this exciting
opportunity for all you outdoor enthusiasts.

This is a single loop campground with half its
sites adjacent to Lost Lake and near Pine
River. Unlike some campgrounds in the forest,
private homes are not visible on Lost Lake.
The camp sites are sheltered by a pleasant
mixture of sugar maples, oak and aspen.
Grass and fern provide a gentle understory and
the middlestory offers good privacy. Lost lake
is identified as a “loon nesting” lake. Several
hiking trails leading from the campground offer
an interesting way to explore the forest. The
leisurely walk along Assessor’s Trail features a
stand of 150 year old hemlock and pine trees.
Chipmunk Rapids and Lauterman National
Recreation trails are more of a challenge but
with equally interesting sights. The quality of
the trails and diverse water play make this a
very nice destination campground.

As Bryan puts it, “| have camped here several
times, and | really like it. It's peaceful (no
motors allowed on boats) with beautiful wooded
sites. Wake in the morning to the sound of
loons calling”.

The cost is $12 per campsite (shared). And
RSVP will be required by July 7"
